What to Bring to Surprise Lake Camp

Please note:  (1) Even in August NIGHTS CAN BE COLD, so come prepared! (2) If you are staying in a camper cabin, your toilet and shower will be in a nearby building.
With that in mind, the following are items you might want or need during a 3-day stay at camp. It is meant as a guide, so you need not have each item in the quantity suggested. You may wish to have nametags on jackets and flashlights that you might leave somewhere.

comb and brush	4 pair socks
soap dish	jeans or pants
toothbrush and holder	pajamas
flashlight with extra bulbs & batteries	shorts
laundry bag	2 T-shirts
1 bathrobe or beachrobe	RAINCOAT OR PONCHO WITH HOOD SUNSCREEN	waterproof boots
sunglasses	3 sets of underwear

CLOTHING: Standards of dignity, modesty and moderation are requested in choice of clothing. Dress in moderation; for example, reserve short shorts, tank tops and the like for other settings. Avoid clothing with slogans or images that could be considered offensive or disrespectful to some.  Swimsuits should be one-piece and modest; avoid bikinis or ‘speedos.’

BAGGAGE: Each piece of luggage (including sleeping bags and hand luggage) should be tagged with two sturdy name tags (sometimes one comes off in transit) and a piece of paper with your name & address should also be placed inside each bag. Pillows, sleeping bags, etc., should be packed inside something that will protect them from dust and dirt if they are placed on the ground or from water if it rains, and they should be labeled just like any other bag. Please help us save our backs! Our staff runs the risk of injury when we move extremely heavy bags. To avoid this, please use more bags rather than one very heavy one. 
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
